 Our brother and fellow priest, Monsignor John A. Weier, entered eternal 
life on September 16, 2006 at the age of 89. 
 
 Monsignor Weier was born on June 20, 1917 in Detroit and ordained a 
priest for the Archdiocese of Detroit on April 17, 1943.  He served as associate 
pastor at St. Gregory the Great, Detroit, and as pastor at both St. Albert the 
Great, Dearborn Heights, and St. Joseph, Wyandotte.

Monsignor Weier will be waked at Our Lady of Mt. Carmel Parish, 976 Pope John 
Paul II Ave., Wyandotte.
