Regarding Fr. Ralph Quane...

On May 29™ 2002, Fr. Ralph Quane, 57, was placed on an administrative leave of
absence and restricted from any public ministry in the Archdiocese of Detroit. Fr. Quane
was already serving on a restricted basis in the archdiocese, following a credible
allegation of sexual misconduct with minors brought forward in 2000 and dating back to
the earlier years of his ministry. However, as a result of an internal review this past
spring by the archdiocese of cases processed under its sexual misconduct policy, along
with information shared with civil authorities reviewing these very same cases, it became
clear that it would be wise to further restrict Fr. Quane’s service as priest. Fr. Quane has
cooperated fully in this process.

At times over the past year, following evaluations by medical examiners, Fr. Quane was
permitted by the archdiocese to serve as a part-time chaplain in a hospital. His name was
also on a list of priests available to substitute in parishes on an as-needed basis.

Fr. Quane’s situation continues to be reviewed to determine what degree the provisions of
the Dallas Charter apply. He has been prohibited the exercise of all public ministry and
has been directed not to wear clerical garb or to present himself publicly as a priest.
