 The Mass will be held at 10:30 a.m. on Wednesday, January 31, at Blessed Sacrament 
Cathedral, 9844 Woodward Avenue, Detroit.  Cardinal Adam Maida, archbishop of Detroit, will 
be the celebrant and homilist.  Seventeen pastors from parishes in the Archdiocese of Detroit 
that have Catholic schools will concelebrate. 
 

 Students will act as lectors, readers, gift bearers, and altar servers at the Mass.  A 
representative from each school will be presented with a resolution signed by Cardinal Maida 
recognizing Wednesday, January 31, as “National Appreciation Day for Catholic Schools.”  The 
resolution is posted on the web at www.AODonline.org and notes the following:
