Catholic schools of the Archdiocese of Detroit will be staffed by highly qualified
administrators and teachers.

Catholic schools of the Archdiocese of Detroit will continue to offer education to
the poor and marginalized in society.

Whereas, January 31st, 2007 has been designated as National Catholic Schools Apprecia-
tion Day, with the theme “Catholic Schools: The Good News in Education” by the Na-
tional Catholic Education Association (NCEA) and the United States Conference of
