This weekend, Archbishop Allen H. Vigneron will celebrate the Rite of Election and Call to Continuing Conversion during five Masses at Blessed Sacrament Cathedral.


The Rite of Election and Call to Continuing Conversion is the third phase of the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA). Those participating in the Rite of Election are catechumens, or people seeking entry into the Church through baptism. Candidates, who are baptized Christians wishing to become members of the Catholic Church, participate in the Call to Continuing Conversion. RCIA concludes at the Easter Vigil Mass when catechumens and candidates receive the sacraments and are brought into full com-munion with the Catholic Church.
